
Boycott Taco Bell!
Farmworkers picking tomatoes used in Taco 
Bell foods earn only 40-50 cents for every 
32-pound bucket--the same price they 
earned in 1978. Workers must pick 2 TONS of 
tomatoes to earn $50 in one day. With this
wage, they earn less than $7,500 a year, 
which is far below the poverty level. They
are denied the right to organize and re-
ceive no overtime pay, no sick leave, norceive no overtime pay, no sick leave, nor
any other benefits.

As A part of the largest Restaurant chain  
in the world (Yum Brands) Taco Bell
could easily afford to nearly double 
farmworkers' wages by paying just one 
penny more for each pound of 
tomatoes it buys.

Until farmworkers see meaning-

working conditions, don't
support sweatshops...
